   An AARP Driver Safety Course will be offered Mon-
day, August 12. Founded in 1979, AARP Driver Safety 
has helped millions of drivers stay safe on the roads. 
   The course will be held from 9:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. 
AARP Driver Safety instructor, Marcia Parkerson, will 
teach defensive driving techniques and strategies, traffic 
laws, and rules of the road.
